Seventh Grade Expectations 



 
1st Quarter

2. Students will identify and recite previously learned greetings and farewells.  
3. Students will use Spanish to express courtesy. 
4. Students will review all Spanish numbers up to a million.  
5. Students will identify and recite previously learned days, months and seasons of 

the year. 
6. Students will explain All Saints Day in Spanish-speaking countries. 
 

2nd Quarter 
1. Students will use the verb ser orally and in written language. 
2. Students will use adjectives and articles to describe people and things.. 
3. Students will read in Spanish about famous people of different Spanish-speaking 

countries. 
4. Students will participate in a special mass in celebration of Our Lady of 

Guadalupe by reading part of the mass in Spanish. 
 

3rd Quarter 
1. Students will use Spanish to describe and talk about subjects taken in school, 

and express opinions about them. 
2. Students will describe and talk about more than one person or thing. 
3. Students will tell time and tell what time an event takes place. 
4. Students will talk about Spanish-speakers in the United States. 
5. Students will learn and discuss differences between school in the United States 

and in Spanish-speaking countries. 
 

4th Quarter 
1. Students will use the verb tener and ir orally and in written language. 
2. Students will talk about things they like and will explain why.  
3. Students will learn to speak to people formally and informally. 
4. Students will review end of the year learned expressions.
